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ALPINA Press Conference at The 41st Tokyo Motor Show

Ladies and Gentlemen,
1 would like to welcome you and thank you for attending the ALPINA press conference today!

The 41st Tokyo Motor Show is very special for ALPINA, because it represents our 20th Tokyo Motor Show Anniversary. Together with our valued
partner in Japan, Mr. Nico Roehreke, President of NICOLE Automobiles, we have been present here with our own independent presentation stand since
1989.

Together we are honoured to look back upon 30 years of ALPINA in Japan, the first car, a BMW ALPINA B7 Turbo, having been delivered to Japan in
1979. This car, by the way, is owned and driven by Mr. Roehreke to this day!

Furthermore, we are celebrating the delivery of car number 3000 to Japan this year. Uniquely, this car marks another milestone in the history of ALPINA
in Japan, because it isa BMW ALPINA D3 BiTurbo, the first Sports Diesel ever in Japan!

Being the first to introduce a Sports Diesel in the Japanese market presented some unique challenges for both ALPINA and NICOLE Automobiles. Firstly,
in order to satisfy stringent Japanese emission standards, significant testing had to be done in Germany and Japan. Secondly, there was very little prior
market information regarding the potential of diesel passenger cars in the Japanese market. However, looking at the order intake, we are very pleased
having made this strategic decision.

The D3 BiTurbo combines the typical ALPINA features with the ground-breaking economy and performance, equipped with the best technology
available. The 2.0 litre four-cylinder engine utilises a 2000 bar common rail system with Piezo injectors to optimise economy and minimise emissions.
Furthermore, two differently-sized turbochargers operate in different rpm ranges to provide a maximum power and torque, at all times. 45.9 kgm of
torque are available at 2000 rpm, resulting in a totally new driving experience! Despite having a top speed of over 240 km/h, the D3 BiTurbo emits only
144 g/km COs.

Available as a Saloon, Touring and Coupe, either with a 6-speed manual or automatic transmission, the Sports Diesel is an exclusive and economical
package for Japanese customers interested in experiencing the latest in European high-tech Diesel technology.

Moving on to the other end of our model line-up, we are honoured to show for the very first time the new ALPINA flagship, the BMW ALPINA
B7 BiTurbo long wheelbase version. The B7 BiTurbo comes from a line of prominent predecessors, the historic launch of the first ALPINA 7 Series
on basis of the E32 in Japan dating back to 1987.

The B7s 4.4 litre V8 engine with two especially developed turbochargers operating in parallel, produces an impressive 520 hp at 5500 rpm and 72.9 kgm
from 3000 rpm. High-performance pistons and a special intercooling design allow for a turbo boost of 1 bar while direct-injection and continuously
variable camshaft timing ensure fuel economy.

ALPINA customers expect only the best, especially when it comes to handling and comfort. We have combined the most advanced suspension technologies,
adjustable electronic dampers (comfort, normal, sport) and specifically developed springs to ensure that the B7 BiTurbo delivers a spectrum of driving
experiences unheard of in the high-performance luxury saloon segment.

Newly designed, the B7 BiTurbo unites exclusiveness, sportiness and comfort in perfect harmony and we are excited to build upon the success of
altogether 330 ALPINA 7 Series having been sold to Japanese customers since 1987.

Many of you will be aware that ALPINAs heritage has been significantly shaped by an eventful history in international motor sport. Famous F1 and
Touring Car drivers, for example Niki Lauda or Jacky Ickx, have won in the 24h Nurburgring and Spa or taken overall victory in the European Touring
Car Championship 3 times in a BMW ALPINA.

After a pause of 20 years, we are honoured to present you the new B6 GT3 race car, developed on the basis of the high-performance B6 S Supercharge
model. Equipped with the same engine but weighing 400kg less, 1300 kg and exhibiting class beating aerodynamics, the B6 GT3 has already won 4 races
in its first year of racing in Europe, despite racing against the best sportcars such as Porsche, Lamborghini, Ferrari and Aston Martin.

The GT3 project is further strengthening the ALPINA brand, especially in new markets. The B6 GT3 will be sold to race teams, private drivers
and collectors to race in many national GT3 series.

Thanks to our broad model line-up in the Japanese market, we have delivered about 190 cars to Japan in 2008. This year changing market conditions will
affect niche and mass manufacturers alike. However, we are very excited to move forward with innovative and exciting new models like the D3 BiTurbo
and the exclusive B7 BiTurbo.

Lastly, I would like to sincerely thank our Japanese customers for their long-lasting loyalty and Mr. Roehreke for his strategic insight and continuous
support. We are honoured to be here!
