As Mr. Bovensiepen just mentioned, 2009 marks our 20th anniversary since joining the Tokyo Motorshow in 1989, the beginning of
the bubble economy.

Today we are facing an entirely different economy, with different demands from our customers and society. The automobile
manufacturer ALPINA has always been concerned about the environment, being the first German automobile manufacturer to
have equipped all of its cars with catalysers in 1985 and also being the first German manufacturer to have fitted only metallic
catalysers.

10 years ago, at the 1999 Tokyo Motorshow we had planned to import an ALPINA Diesel model to the Japanese market, but
two months earlier, Mr. Ishihara, the governor of Tokyo, had announced that he wanted to ban Diesel cars from Tokyo. So we
reluctantly gave up on this idea.

But personally | had always been aware of the advanced Diesel technology available in Europe and | continued to dream
of introducing this wonderful ECO technology to Japan someday in future. Last year, | felt that the timing for a Diesel model
from ALPINA for the Japanese market would be right.

After discussing this with ALPINA, they immediately agreed to start development work on a special Sports Diesel model for
the Japanese market. We introduced this model in spring of this year and thankfully we have been able to take orders for over
80 cars since then. We have had a strong response, especially from customers, who after having experienced the benefits
of driving a Diesel in Europe, have longed for the same enjoyment of high torque, low fuel consumption, low petrol price and
low CO2 emissions.

For the manual driving enthusiasts, ALPINA even agreed to produce a 6-speed manual shift version of its Sports Diesel model.
ALPINA is presently the only manufacturer to offer a Sports Diesel model in the Japanese market. In view of the high popularity
of ECO models, with this new model we are able to offer the perfect combination of sporty ECO driving!

At the same time we are proud to feature the world launch debut of the B7 BiTurbo Longversion model. This too is an exciting
model for the successful businessman demanding perfect handling and high performance from a full-sized limousine.

Finally, we note with a bit of sadness that many of our European Manufacturer colleagues are not taking part in this year's
Tokyo Motorshow, which is quite understandable in view of the very severe economic circumstances. Why are ALPINA and
the Nicole Group of Companies taking part?

As | mentioned earlier, we are celebrating our 20th anniversary of participation, as well as the 30th anniversary of ALPINAS
entry to the Japanese market. During all these years, we have been supported by our loyal customers, who incidentally have
strongly encouraged us to take part in this show.

Thankfully the Nicole Group of Companies has grown during the past 33 years from a handful of employees to 230 employees
and yearly revenue of Yen 20+ Billion.

So really, this is our way of saying THANK YOU to all our customers and supporters for decades of trust and encouragement.
We thank the organisers of the Tokyo Motorshow for their support and hope to take part in many more future shows with
further new exciting models from Germany's smallest and most exclusive Automobile manufacturer: ALPINA.
